• No one will be permitted in testing without their Florida I.D. 
 
• No one will be admitted into testing late.  Check in starts 15 minutes before test begins. 
 
• You may only use the restroom between tests.  Once the test starts you may only go to 

the restroom during a test if you have a doctor’s note. 
 
• Pencils, pens, erasers, and scrap paper will be provided.  Calculators will be provided 

for Part I of the Math Test only. 
 
• There is a forfeit of your money if you do not show up for testing unless you have official 

documentation for your absence. 
 
• Bring your social security number with you if you don’t know it. Do not guess on your 

number.  If you forget it the first day, bring it the second. Leave it blank if you do not 
have a number.  Tallahassee will provide you with a temporary number for your record. 

 
• Your results will be mailed to you in approximately 6 weeks.  Please let the GED Office 

know if you have had a change of address.
